Fatal Accident At Featherston Camp - The bursting of a soda syphon near Featherston 
Camp on Wednesday resulted fatally to a young man named George Theo. Foote and 
seriously injured youth named H Brannigan.  Foote was charging a syphon at his shop near 
the military camp when the explosion took place and killed him outright.  Brannigan who was 
close by was very seriously injured and was taken to the military hospital where he is getting 
every attention and is progressing favourably.  Foote was a young married man about 28 
years of age and leaves a family two children, the eldest of whom is only two years old.  His 
wife is a daughter of Mr and Mrs Brannigan of Featherston who are also the parents of the 
injured youth.

I am a fruitier residency at Featherston I have seen the body of the Deceased on whom this 
inquest is been held I identify the body as that of George Theodore FOOTE who was my 
son-in-law and up to the time of his death was my Partner in business.  I last saw him alive at 
4pm on Tuesday Dec 5

th
 (1917).  He was then at the Featherston Railway Station, I know his 

death was caused by an explosion which occurred at our place of business at the Military 
Camp.  On the night of Wednesday Dec 6th I came from Wellington by the 3 pm train arriving 
at Featherston at 730 pm.
