Obituary — Death of Archie Leckie

One of the most prominent figures in New Zealand boxing. Mr Archibald (Archie)
Leckie died at Mosgiel this morning. He was 82.

Known as the doyen of trainers in this country, he had a colourful background. At 16
he had his first lesson in a horse-box with a clay floor at Clydevale Station, Central
Otago. AT 75 he became trainer to his second cousin Billy Leckie the Otago feather-
weight who subsequently became New Zealand professional feather-weight
champion.

Archie’s cousin Johnny Leckie boxed his way to world professional feather-weight
class under Archie Leckie’s tuition during boxing’s golden era in New Zealand in the
late 1920’s.

Archie Leckie himself became New Zealand middle-weight amateur champion and
later the professional champion.

One of his biggest disappointments came after he had been selected to represent
New Zealand in the Australasian championships — he missed the train and lost the
opportunity to compete.

There was a second chance however — he went to Brisbane in 1907 to fight for the
Australasian middle-weight title but was beaten by the Tasmanian champion.

After his professional career ended, Archie Leckie became probably New Zealand’s
best-known boxing instructor for more than 30 years. He had in his boxing school in
Dunedin such champions as Lachie MacDonald, Bobby Fulcher, Tommy Giriffiths,
Hector Leckie and of course Johnny Leckie.

On many occasions Archie Leckie was the official trainer for the Otago team at the
New Zealand championships.

His wife died some years ago and he is survived by five sons.
