Martinborough on Sunday. The late Mr Charles Harris was born in Wellington in February
1843 shortly after the arrival of his parents in the Dominion. When he came to man's
estate he engaged in sawmilling with his lather at Maungaroa and Pakuratahi and then
tried his fortune at the diggings in Gabriel's Gully and the Thames. Subsequently he
engaged in a carrying business with his brother Mr Walter Harris of Opaki between
Masterton and Wellington before the construction of the railway. After giving up this he
acquired Want-wood station afterwards purchasing Hautotara and Birchhill. These he
carried on with success until recently when ill health obliged him to sell out and retire from
active business. Since then he has lived in Martinborough. The late Mr Harris was rather
of a retiring nature and did not take much part in public life with the exception of serving
for some years as a member of the Featherston Road Board. He was also vice-president
and steward of the Lower Valley Jockey Club when in existence. On the first election for
the Town Board in Martinborough he was elected at the top of the poll but could not take
his seat at the time owing to pressure of business. Mr Harris had many dealings with the
native race by whom be was held in great esteem and probably no man the district had
more influence with the Maoris. The deceased was widely known and highly respected
